Remittance of entry fee of $.75 for each entry and $12.00 for an exhibitor=s ticket for (5) days must accompany all applications for entry. All exhibitors must
purchase at least (one) $12.00 exhibitor ticket, maximum of (two). NO EXHIBITOR TICKETS WILL BE ISSUED UNTIL ITEMS TO BE EXHIBITED ARE
BROUGHT TO THE FAIRGROUNDS. Exhibitor ticket passes may be picked up in the Foods/Textiles Building at the time you bring your entry item/s.
Entry tags will be mailed to you as soon as your entry is processed. If for some reason you do not receive them by the date you are to bring your item/s,
please call the office as we may be holding them for you to pick-up when you bring your items. Do not assume that we have not received your entry, call
to check on your entry status.
